public to be aware of how Southwest Center’s prevention and support services provide a resource for 70 percent of

Arizonans who are at-risk for HIV/AIDS and who already are impacted by the disease,” said Carol Poore, president
and CEO of Southwest Center for HIV/AIDS.
e According to the Arizona Depariment of Health Services (ADHS), there are 12,000 people infected with
HIV/AIDS in Arizona, and another 4,000 who may be infected but unaware of their status.
e Among this population, Hispanic and Black women show the largest trend of new infections, with Black

women being seven times more likely than women in any other ethnic group to become infected.
